Abandoned by Marriott, we have been left out in the cold and victimized a
second time.

Meanwhile Marriott is opening two new NYC hotels but is hiring new workers for lower wages. Marriott also has
2,300 hotels worldwide and made more than $10 billion in sales last year. It is the largest lodging corporation in
the world. Now the company stands to benefit from the $20 billion in U.S. aid pledged to help rebuild NYC.
